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Painted Bear Ceremony

Equipment: Yellow, Blue and Red face paint
                     Bear Badges,
                     parent pins,
                     small sponge squares sponges
                     – used to dip into paint to mark the Cubs, 
                    paper plates to put paint on.

Personnel: Cubmaster, Den leaders, Bear Scouts, parents
Cubmaster: One day in 1909 an American businessman named William Boyce was having trouble finding his way in the London fog. As he stood on the street, a young boy approached him and asked if he could help. Mr. Boyce told him the address he was looking for, and the boy led him to his destination. When Mr. Boyce attempted to give him a tip for his help, the boy said, "No thank you sir, I'm a Scout and Scouts do not accept rewards for doing good turns." This meeting inspired Mr. Boyce to form the Boys Scouts of America.

The slogan of the Boys Scouts to this day is "Do a good turn daily."  And, as Cub Scouts, we say in our promise that we will help other people.  A very important part of the Cub Scout program is the advancement of the boys as they work to be good Cub Scouts. Tonight we recognize the Cub Scouts in our pack who have walked the path of the Bear in honor of the unknown scout in England.

As your Den Leader reads your name please come forward.
Den Leader: Reads the names of the Bear Scouts who come to the front.

Cubmaster: Do each of you seek to wear the sign of the Bear? If you do, please show the Cub Scout Sign.

Cubs: Shows the Cub Scout Sign.

Cubmaster: Please recite with me, the Cub Scout Promise.

Cubs and Cubmaster: I ___________ promise to do my best, to do my duty to God and my country, to help other people and to obey the law of the Pack.

Cubmaster: I can see by your knowledge of the Cub Scout Promise & Sign and the achievements you have earned that you and your parents have worked hard. These achievements are very important, as they have given you a deeper appreciation of many things. 
Webelos please come forward and stand behind the Bears.   Bears turn and face the Webelos.

Cubmaster (facing the audience):  As a right-of-passage in Pack 685 advancements.  It is the honor of a senior Cub Scout to welcome the junior into his rank.  These Webelos have walked the Bear Trail and they have stood where these Bears stand now.  It is the Webelos’ privilege to welcome these Bears to the Webelos Trail and the many adventures it will bring.

Cubmaster: Scouts, you've completed all the requirements for your Bear badge and have moved along the Cub Scout trail. Receive now the marks of the Bear.

(Webelos will paint one stripe on each check of each color using a sponge)

A yellow mark, for SUNLIGHT from the Wolf Trail. 
A blue mark, for LOYALTY when you become a Webelos.
A red mark, for COURAGE and the hard work you and your parent did to achieve the Bear Rank.
(Once each Bear is painted he will face front) 

Webelos please be seated.  Parents please come forward and stand behind your Bear Scout.  Bear please turn and face your parent.

Cubmaster:  Den Leaders please present the Bear Badges to the Scouts’ parents.  Parents pin the badge to your Scouts left pocket flap “upside down”.  Once your Scout has performed a “Good Turn” you may sew it in its proper position on his shirt.  Parents, once the badge is sewn on the uniform the pins are for you to wear to show your pride in your Scout’s accomplishments. 
Cubmaster:  Den Leaders please present the Bear badge to the parent(s) who then pin it on their Scout.

Cubmaster:  Shakes hands with each Scout.

Cubmaster:  Parents, for your sons to continue the Cub Scout Spirit they will be depending on you to help guide them. To reaffirm your commitment to your son continued advancement along the Cub Scout trail please repeat the following promise after me:
We will continue to
Do our best
To help our sons
Along the achievement trail
And to share with them
The work and fun of Cub Scouting.
Cubmaster: Bear Cubs, remember the meaning of your Bear paint. It shows that you are ready to move along the upward trail of Scouting.
